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1. ADMINISTRATIVE

A. The OSC Chair called the meeting to order at 9:55 am.  Mr. Norris requested revisions or additions to the published agenda.  None were made.
B. John Dalton reviewed the meeting location logistics and procedures to follow in case of an emergency.

C. Meeting Minutes
i. The Committee reviewed the minutes from the October 4, 2005 OSC meeting.   Mr. Beam made a motion to approve the October 4 minutes as written, and Mr. Sloan seconded the motion.  In a unanimous voice vote, the October 4, 2005 minutes were approved.  Ms. Carney will post the highlights to the website.
D. Meeting Highlights
i. Discussed level of detail to be included in the meeting highlights and determined that the OSC would not include sensitive information but would include as much detail as possible.
ii. The Committee reviewed the highlights from the September 21, 2005 OSC meeting.   Ms. McLaurin recommended revisions.  Mr. Sloan made a motion to approve the September 21, 2005 highlights as revised, and Mr. Beam seconded the motion.  In a unanimous voice vote, the September 21, 2005 highlights were approved as revised.  Ms. Carney will post the highlights to the website.
iii. The Committee reviewed the highlights from the October 4, 2005 OSC meeting.   Mr. Sloan made a motion to approve the October 4 highlights as written, and Mr. Hubert seconded the motion.  In a unanimous voice vote, the October 4, 2005 highlights were approved.  Ms. Carney will post the highlights to the website.
2. PWG STATUS REPORT
A. Compare and Contrast Document Review
i. Mr. Guy and Mr. Pierce lead a review of the document created by the PWG to compare and contrast the Duke and PEC transmission planning process and schedules.  PEC and Duke will be able to alter current planning schedules to coordinate a single, coordinated plan.
ii. Discussion of differences in PEC and Duke practices and their impact on the plan – do we need to strive to move to one set of assumptions or continue with two different sets of criteria?  Agreed that for the 2006 plan, the OSC would likely keep separate criteria and reexamine consolidating for the 2007 plan.
iii. Because of time limitations, review of remainder of document will occur at the next OSC meeting.
B. Proposed Plans and Activities Document Review

i. Reviewed document and discussed how TAG fits into the process and what information should be shared with TAG and how that information would be shared.  No decision reached.  
ii. Discussed transmission construction cost allocation portion of the plan and the need for education on how cost allocation is being addressed in other regions.  It was decided that in spring ’06 the OSC will begin a review of existing or proposed cost allocation methodologies in order to begin building the foundation for discussion of cost allocation in our region.
iii. Mr. Norris made a request to adopt the Proposed Plans and Activities document as the 2006 business plan for the OSC.   After much discussion, it was decided that further discussion by the OSC is warranted and should include the legal representatives of the OSC members to address the sharing of information issue that was raised throughout the meeting.  Ms. Carney to schedule a conference call of the OSC and the legal representatives prior to the December 9, 2005 OSC meeting.

3. PROCESS DOCUMENT REVIEW 

(North Carolina Transmission Planning Collaborative Process - NCTPCP) 
Approval of the document was on the agenda but was not acted on due to potential changes resulting from the conference call that is to be scheduled.
4. WEBSITE REVIEW
The website has been deployed to the OSC members prior to public release in order for the OSC members to provide feedback. 

5. ADMINISTRATIVE FOLLOW-UP
A. As and agenda item for the December 9, 2005 OSC meeting, the OSC will revisit the September 21 and October 4 Meeting Highlights and determine the level of detail to be included.
