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1) How is least cost resource demonstrated? Should include allocation to resource of all transmission costs that would be “but for” the resource. For purposes of determining that resource is least cost and appropriate for cost allocation or role in.
2) The resource assumption may require transmission upgrades. What is the timing/commitment required? Would not want to begin upgrade unless resource is a designated network resource under the OATT?

3) The resource assumptions in the transmission model could cause a violation of a NERC standard unless upgrades are planned. How do we avoid this if we do not commit to the upgrades until it is a designated resource?
4) Need to avoid having multiple resources planned to serve the same load. For example, assuming a of system purchase resource while still including the load in former suppliers resource plans.

5) Current resource may have rollover rights. Do not want to base planning on assumption of new resource and then have entity instead elect to roll over the old resource. How should we address this?
6) Blanket statement on rate treatment does not allow flexibility. Also, we will be bound by FERC policy and orders .  Also it is not sufficient for resource to just be in the plan, must address above items.
