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1. Administrative
· The OSC Chair called the meeting to order at 9:30 AM
· Mr. Byrd welcomed the participants and provided logistics.

· Mr. Norris was thanked for his service chairing the group.

· Ms. Carney was thanked for her service in supporting the chair.
· Officer elections – Mr. Ernst was unanimously elected Chair.  Mr. Beam was unanimously elected Vice-Chair.  Duke agreed to remain as treasurer. 

· Mr. Ernst requested revisions or additions to the highlights or minutes of the April 26, 2007 OSC meeting.  In a unanimous voice vote, the April 26, 2007 minutes and highlights were approved.
· The following membership changes were made:

· Sam Waters replaced Verne Ingersoll as an OSC member for Progress Energy

· Diane Huis replaced Bob Beadle as an OSC alternate for NCEMC

· Laura Lee replaced Brandon Snyder as a PWG alternate for Duke Energy  
· Vern Ingersoll was thanked by the OSC for his service.

· Mr. Ernst discussed NCTPC financial information.  Details were provided and the group reviewed the amount received, the amount spent and the balance.  No adjustments were found to be necessary.
2. Special Issues

 – FERC Order 890 Impact on NCTPC
· Planning Strawman. Draft 4 of the Strawman was distributed and changes were reviewed.  Mr. Beam asked for more specificity in NCTPC plans to develop cost allocation principles for regional transmission projects that span more than one transmission owner.  Mr. Beam also asked for clarification on participants of the VACAR planning task force.  Mr. Ernst will draft the changes as discussed.
· Cost Allocation Principle.  Mr. Ingersoll stated that the collaborative will need a statement of what the cost allocation principles are that apply to regional projects that do not fit under existing OATT cost structures (i.e., projects that cross multiple systems) in October.  Mr. Ernst proposed that the OSC needs to consider a set of principles for both reliability and economic projects.  Mr. Wodyka stated it would be good to get state commission concurrence on the principles that are filed.  Mr. Wodyka will identify types of projects, with examples, that these principles would apply to for discussion at the June OSC meeting.  
· SEARUC – FERC Technical Conference. The Carolinas Collaborative is on the agenda to present the NCTPC process at the SEARUC conference June 4-5, 2007.  The panel will be staffed by Mr. Wodyka and one legal and one technical rep each from Duke Energy and Progress Energy.  Mr. Beam stated that NARUC indicated a stakeholder panel is also being planned.  General consensus among the group was that it would be advantageous to have representatives from the NCTPC on the panel if possible.  Mr. Beam and Mr. Norris will investigate the possibility of providing a representative.  Mr. Ernst will contact Yadkin to discuss the presentation that the panel participants have prepared and get an update on what Yadkin’s plans are for posting its strawman..
- Yadkin Participation in NCTPC
· Mr. Ernst discussed his discussion with Ms. Marion Lucas of Yadkin about Yadkin participating in some fashion in the collaborative.  She is looking for options from the group on ways for Yadkin to participate.  Ms. Hager will investigate what Yadkin’s regulatory status is for input into the proposal.  Mr. Ernst will respond to Ms. Lucas that the OSC is investigating options.
- South Carolina Entities Update
· Mr. Ernst reported that the South Carolina Entities that met with Duke and Progress have decided not to pursue a further relationship with the Collaborative at this time.

3. PWG Update
· Status Report of Current Activities
Mr. Guy reported that all study results have been completed for the 2012 Summer Reliability and 2016 Summer  Reliability and Resource Supply Options (import and generation)  studies.  A conference call is scheduled to discuss the results.

· Study Assumptions 

The PWG has developed an action plan to look at changes in 2008 study assumptions, with the goal of identifying any assumption differences between Progress and Duke that can be eliminated.
· Project Status Report  
Mr. Guy reported that the PWG is developing a standardized report on the status of the projects identified in the 2006 Collaborative plan for the July OSC meeting.  
· Guidelines for Including LSE Resources in the NCTPC Base Case Planning Models

The PWG discussed additional changes to the flowchart.  These will be presented at the June OSC meeting.  
· FERC Order 890

The PWG is working on identifying additional documentation requirements from FERC Order 890 and an associated action plan for presentation to the OSC.  
· Officer Election

Mr. Guy presented a recommendation from the PWG requesting that current officers’ terms be extended to the end of this year because they believe that a calendar year rotation will better support their work schedule.  Mr. Beam moved to accept the recommendation, Mr. Norris seconded the motion, and the recommendation was approved via unanimous voice vote.  No charter changes will be required.
· Yadkin Analysis of Pleasant Garden-Asheboro 230 kV line
Mr. Guy lead a discussion of Yadkin’s guest participation (Ms. Helen Stines) at the May 9, 2007 PWG meeting.  He presented Ms. Stines’ concerns with the proposed Pleasant Garden-Asheboro 230 kV line to the OSC.  Mr. Guy will contact Ms. Stines and invite Yadkin to attend the next PWG meeting to share Yadkin’s planning process, and clarify that the nature of their concerns are not appropriate to resolve in the PWG forum.
