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Administrative

· The September 18, 2008 OSC Meeting Minutes and Highlights were approved with no changes.
· The OSC agreed to schedule a spring 2009 PWG recognition outing.  Details will be discussed at the November OSC meeting.
OSC Items

· PJM Planning Agreement Update - Rich Wodyka reported that the latest draft of the agreement had been accepted by PJM Planning staff but that PJM Legal staff had raised some concerns that ElectriCities and NCEMC were not part of the agreement.  PJM Legal’s concern related to NCEMC and ElectriCities not keeping information confidential if they were not part of the agreement.  Diane Huis reminded the OSC that ElectriCities and NCEMC had agreed not to be included in the original draft agreement because it was felt that this would make the agreement easier for PJM to sign.  The OSC directed Rich Wodyka to advise PJM that the NCTPC OSC has no objection to having ElectriCities and NCEMC included in the agreement.  

· FERC Ruling on Attachment K - Rich Wodyka led a discussion of the FERC ruling that included the following:
· Many things FERC is asking for are more cosmetic than substantive.
·  On FERC’s concern about the two-tier TAG structure, Duke and PEC stated that they prefer a sector structure much like ISO/RTO’s have and that has been filed by Southern and SCEG in their Attachment K’s.  The FRCC sector structure, with a general sector, will be looked at as a possible model.

· Duke and Progress agreed to provide the OSC with a draft of the request for clarification on several items that Duke and PEC will file on 10/20/08. The  specific items include a discrepancy in paragraphs 23 and 80 of the Duke/PEC order related to CEII/confidential data and clarification on the last phrase of paragraph 59 (“… and identify system enhancements that could relieve congestion or integrate new resources.”)
· Duke and PEC will have to file an updated Attachment K on 12/18/08.  Duke and PEC committed to provide a draft of their Attachment K filing so that it can be reviewed at the 11/13/08 OSC meeting.
PWG Items
· 2008 Study Update

· The PWG will provide a draft of the final report to the OSC within about a week. The goal is for the OSC to approve the report at the 11/13/08 OSC meeting.
